HERE'S HOW:

I. Cut 15 sheets of the same color tissue paper
into 57 x 77 pieces.

2. Stack together the newly cut pieces of paper.

3. Accordion pleat from the long side of the
paper.

4. Wind one end of the pipe cleaner around the
center of the accordion and tie the end to
fhesfem.

5. Trim the ends of each side o they’re rounded
or pointed.

6. Gently pull each layer one at a time away from
the center.

7. Repeat the same steps with each different

color tissue paper, until you have a full and
fabulous bouqueﬂ
