Questions for Discussion

1. The investigation into Mick Prentice's disappearance is opened after his daughter, Misha, attempts to track down living family as a
bone marrow match for her son. Would you seek out a family member who had abandoned you in order to help your child? Would you take
it to the police in the way that Misha brought her search?

2. The 1984 miners' strike in Scotland was a landmark dispute in the United Kingdom. The resulting poverty for the miners and their
families was often extreme. How does the strike affect the relationships described throughout the book, whether it is ties between family
or friends?

3. Do you sympathize with the miners that left Scotland for work in England? Do you feel the stigma attached to the wives and children
left behind by those that did flee was unfair? Would you have stayed behind and waited out the strike, which would eventually come to
an end after a year?

4. Did Jimmy Lawson's retelling of the night of the hand-off in the Maclennan Grant case affect your opinion of Sir Broderick or Catriona
or the circumstances of the kidnapping?

5. Why do you think Catriona's mother had such a hard time handing the bag to Catriona that night?

6. Knowing what he did about the circumstances of the kidnapping and the death of his mother, did you expect Gabriel / Adam to seek
out his grandfather?
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
