5. Discuss the ideas of storytelling, myth, fact and fiction in A Secret Alchemy.
6. What do you think of Una's realization that there's only one way to get at the real, human truth of Elizabeth and Anthony?
7. How does the ancient Greek myth of Jason work within the story?

8. Marriage—secret, alchemical, political—and other sexual partnerships are central to A Secret Alchemy. Discuss the ways in which such
partnerships are portrayed.

9. What did you think of the ending? Would you have liked it to end differently?
10. What other books would you compare this to? What books would you recommend to other readers who have enjoyed this book?
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
